[ Please do not crush or strike the body of the unit, otherwise its LCD can be broken or cause other
malfunctions.

Battery Use
[J Please pay attention to the polarity of the battery when putting in new battery.
[J Take out of the battery if the unit will not be used for a long time.

[ Take the battery out and put it in again after 10 seconds when the unit does not work properly.

OPERATION GUIDE FOR METRONOME MODE
When the battery is initially put into the DP-850, all functions will be displayed on the LCD for one second
and then it will enter "Metronome Mode".
Press Power key for about 2 seconds to turn on DP-850.
1 Metronome Mode
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Press "Sel." to enter edit mode: Beat (0-6), Tempo (30 - 260 bpm), Rhythm. Press A or ¥ to adjust
parameters.

In edit mode, DP-850 will automatically turn back to metronome mode if there is no operation for 10
seconds.

After finishing parameter settings, press "Play" to start or stop metronome.

In play mode, press Aor ¥ to change the sound volume.

DP-850 will automatically shut off without any operation after 3 minutes.

2 Training Function
DP-850 has 4 different training modes. Press"Train"to switch between Beat Counting Mode, Mute
Counting Mode, Gradual Up/Down Mode and Step Up /Down Mode.

Beat Counting Mode
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Count Clock

Practice in Beats Counting Mode can tell you how fast a drummer can hitin a given time (single stroke
roll).

Press "Train" to enter Beat Counting Mode.

Press A orw to choose counting duration, choose from 15 seconds, 30 seconds, 45 seconds, 60
seconds and 90 seconds.

It starts counting after you strike the pad. LCD will display the number of strokes.

Press "Play" to clear result.

T 1: Mute Counting Mode
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Mute Counting Mode is a timing exercise designed to develop and learn "internal” timing. In this mode,
the metronome will play at the set volume level for the first four measures then play the second four
measures at a muted volume. The four measure cycle of loud and muted counts will continue until you
stop it.

Press "Train" choose T1 mode.

Press "Sel." to enter edit mode: Beat (0-6), Tempo (30 - 260 bpm), Rhythm, then press A orw to adjust
parameters.

Press "Play" to start and stop metronome.

T2:Gradual Up/Down Mode
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Practice in "Gradual Up/Down" mode is designed to increase stamina and endurance by gradually
increasing and decreasing the tempo. The speed increases 1 BPM every two beats until the maximum
metronome value is reached. Once you hit the maximum value, the speed decreases 1 BPM every two
beats until you return to the original tempo. The process is then repeated. When "PATTERN" is
selected, the speed changes 1 BPM every two measures.

Press "Train" to choose T2 mode.

Press "Sel." to enter the edit mode: Beat (0-6), Tempo (30 - 260 bpm), Rhythm, then press Aorv to
adjust parameters.

Press "Play" to start and stop metronome.

T3: Step Up/Down Mode
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Step Up/Down mode is designed to increase playing endurance by slowly increasing and decreasing
the speed of the metronome. In this mode, the metronome's tempo will increase by five beats per

minute (5 BPM) after every four measures until it reaches the metronome's maximum tempo. After the
maximum tempo is achieved, the metronome's tempo will decrease by five beats per minute (5 BPM) after
every four measures. This will continue until it reaches back to the metronome's starting tempo and then
repeat the process.

Press "Train" to choose T3 mode.

Press "Sel." to enter the edit mode: Beat (0-6), Tempo (30 - 260 bpm), Rhythm, then press A or¥ to adjust
parameters.

Press "Play" to start and stop metronome.

Press "Power" for about 2 seconds to shut off DP-850.

INSTALLING BATTERIES

When the LCD or back light becomes dim, please change the batteries promptly as the following image
instructs.

A NOTE: Pay attention to polarity when replacing batteries.
Remove the batteries if the product will not be used for a long period.
